Hawaiian Electric, Maui Electric and
Hawaii Electric Light companies have
long recognized the importance of
energy conservation and ef ciency to
reduce fossil fuel use and protect the
environment.

As an example, from 1996 — 2009,

the tri-companies managed one of the
nation’s most successful solar water
heating programs that resulted in

the installation of more than 50,000
systems across Oahu, Maui county and
Hawaii Island.
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Before the energy ef ciency programs
were transitioned to a third party
administrator in July 2009, the utilities
also helped customers install more than
1.8 million compact uorescent lights
and more than 39,000 ENERGY STAR
appliances. These efforts extended to
assisting business customers install
energy ef cient equipment using the
latest technologies.

All combined, these programs resulted
in reducing electricity demand by 169
megawatts (equal to a large power
plant); avoided burning an average of
1.6 million barrels of oil a year; and
reduced emissions of carbon dioxide
— a major greenhouse gas contributing
to climate change — by 864,000 tons
ayear.
